A Streetcar Named Desire visit to Crucible Theatre   

 

We are delighted to confirm that your child has been allocated a place on the visit to the Crucible Theatre 
in Sheffield to watch an evening performance of A Streetcar Named Desire on Wednesday 19 March 2025.

Please note that if there are insufficient students to make this visit viable, then it will be cancelled and a full 

refund will be issued.

Due to the nature of the visit, students will not need to be in full school uniform. As the location has a range 

of facilities, students may wish to purchase food and drink. 
    

Students will be supervised by members of academy staff during the visit and there will be a trained first 

aider present as part of this supervision.  If there are occasions on this visit where students are casually 
supervised, students will be briefed ahead of the visit with the meeting points, times and details on how to 

contact a member of academy staff in the event of an emergency.
